Bo then thanked the Board members for their time, effort, and contributions over
the past year. He also recognized former Board member Guy Alexander for his
service to the Riverway.

As Chairman of the Nominating Committee, Jolyon Johnson announced the
results of the slate of directors.

Bob Sturgis presented the financial report for 2008, explaining that expenses
wer e well controlled in 08’ and that

The two committees recently voted to work together to determine whether or not the Library could be in-
corporated into the Old Town Hall. The discussion thus far has centered around including the Library needs
into the building structure with an additional wing on the Harbor side of the building, that when combined,
would meet the Library needs, preserve the historic values of the Old Town Hall and allow for some part of
the facility to be used for meetings and other community functions. Both committees are working together to
try to come up with conceptual plans that would accommodate their mutual goals, and early indications
show promise.

Riverway Share Donations Halfway There!

The entire Riverway lot which is under agreement to be sold to the Town for the new Abbott Library
would still be needed for this design to work, so shareholders are encouraged to continue to donate their
shares toward making the lot transfer happen sooner than later. As of this writing nearly $100,000 has been
donated to the Town of Sunapee by your fellow shareholders so we are half way to the goal of $200,000.
As soon as the total is raised, the Town and the Library can then proceed with the purchase using these
stock shares as half the payment and any monetary donations they receive toward the lot acquisition. The
lot will provide for more than adequate parking and the combined plan would allow for significantly in-
creased green space for public enjoyment.
